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Presentation: Intergenerational Garden Project 

Representatives from the Intergenerational Garden Project presented to the board about the 
Intergenerational Garden – a teaching garden where seniors teach school-aged children how to garden 
and grow their own food. The garden, which opened in 2013, sees the participation of several 
community groups, including elementary school students from Eric Langton and St. Patrick’s. Five of the 
gardening beds are dedicated to growing food for the Friends in Need Food Bank. 

 

Non-Resident Fees  

To bring fees in line with those of neighbouring districts, the board approved a fee increase for 
continuing education, distributed learning, and summer school courses from $750 per course in 
2019/2020 to $900 per course in 2020/21 and 2021/22. The board also approved 10-month academic 
program fees for non-resident students for 2020/21; there was no proposed increase to the 10-month 
academic fees for the 2020/21 fiscal year.
